#2  The Altar of Sacrifice 

 
John 1:29  

“The next day John saw Jesus coming toward him and said, ‘Look, the Lamb of 
God, who takes away the sin of the world!”

He 
went over and took the ram and sacrificed it as a burnt offering instead of his son. So 
Abraham called that place The LORD Will Provide.

JESUS is our Lamb sacrifice, crucified for us on the cross of Calvary!

“then know this, you and all the people of Israel: It is by the name of Jesus Christ 
of Nazareth, whom you crucified but whom God raised from the dead, that this man 
stands before you healed. He is “‘the stone you builders rejected, which has become 
the capstone.’ Salvation is found in no one else, for there is no other name under 
heaven given to men by which we must be saved.””
